Photography Homework
The next assignment in Animation class will be motion graphics using only photography and text to convey a story. We’ll use a program called Adobe After Effects. To see examples, watch tutorials, and read about After Effects go to this website: videocopilot.net/basic. You will undoubtedly love this program if you understand how to use it. It is very powerful and widely used in the professional industry for major movies like “Avatar”, music videos, and commercials. You’ll use it for 2 short assignments and a film project so it’s important that you spend some time learning the basics.

Assignment summary

Tell a silent story with photographs and text animated. You get to decide the setting and story. Your production can be a road trip, a day in your life, a planned out skit around your house or park, or another creative idea that conveys a short story of some sort. Get creative with your photographs. You will learn how to create animated text with presets, animate images in multiple ways, and export optimized video files for different purposes.

Criteria

· You need a dozen or more good photographs that are all in focus and taken with your camera.
· Video should be at least one minute long.

· All photographs should change in some manner (position, scale, opacity, etc.)

· Include animated text at least 4 times in your production.

· Include an animated title and animated credits.
· Export your final production as a Quicktime H.264 .mov  file at 720 x 540 16:9 ratio.

You will have to use the “Render Queue” to activate the jobs. In the render queue first specify the saving location which needs to be your desktop.  After rendering the files to your desktop, copy them to your “final project” folder and the “photovideo montage” folder for the grade. This is the file that you can upload to websites such as Facebook or Youtube.

· Export your final production as an .avi uncompressed file also for dvd quality to your desktop.
Copy the .avi file to the “photovideo montage” folder for the grade too with your last name.
· Extra credit will be awarded for sounds, voices, or music from creativecommons resources.

You can use any method you prefer to get your photos into your computer such as bringing them on a thumb drive, a cd, emailing them to yourself, or using a website such as flickr.com, but you must have them ready to use on Monday following Spring Break.

If you have an idea of what your short story will be you won’t have a problem with this assignment. If you don’t have an idea, you will probably struggle so come to class ready to produce something you’ll want to show others on your favorite website. Make this short video story meaningful! Get creative behind the camera and capture significant moments in your life.
