Stop Motion Steps

First, capture a photo sequence while moving your subject about an inch in between each photo if working on a small scale project like toys, clay, or whiteboard. Move about a half a foot or a foot between each photo if you’re animating a person or large scale subject matter.

Second, Import photos into the computer by hooking up the USB cord. The program will prompt you to choose which program to use for importing. You need to use the Canon software so it uploads all photos into one folder all at once. If you don’t select that you will need to use Photoshop to import each photo and save each one individually. Save them all to your C: drive “My Pictures” folder with the title of your production as the name.

Third, Open Adobe Premiere.

Select HDV 1080p24 as the format. Give it a title. Browse the location so it saves onto your desktop.

Go to EDIT, PREFERENCES and change GENERAL STILL IMAGE DURATION DEFAULT to 5 frames instead of 150.

Next, import folder (all your images) by selecting FILE-IMPORT-FOLDER.
Premiere will import all photos in the same sequence they were taken according to the file number names. Once they are all imported you will want to select them all from beginning to end and drag/drop into your timeline.

Next, play it and decide if you need to change the timing of certain frames or not.

Decide if you need to change the order of frames or not.

Decide if you want to delete some frames or not. 

Decide if you want to manipulate any of the frames in Photoshop or not. If so simply doubleclick on a frame which should open it in Photoshop and make alterations there. When you save the file in Photoshop it should automatically update it in Premiere.. 

Go to FILE, NEW, TITLE. Create your title. Stylize your title. Close the title window and the title will appear in your Premiere library. Drag it onto your timeline.

Add sound files, music, and credits.

Ask the teacher if you have any questions.

Your imagination is your only limitation on this project so get creative!!!!!!!!!!

When totally finished get the Exporting handout to export correctly before proceeding. 

You will export it as a Quicktime HD file in H.264 format.
