Group Cartoon Project details

Once you have a concept finalized all group members should begin their individual roles.

You will create your script or storyboard, meet as a group, pitch your concept to your group, discuss the ideas of each group member, and combine ideas into a final draft.

Criteria 10 points each

The criteria below is intended to be divided into individual roles for each person to learn something new, be productive, and pull their weight in terms of equal effort in the group.

Give each group member a specific role and job for their part in the production.

Storyboard and script -  new collaborated with a meaningful and clear message

3 or more Perspectives (close-up, ¾, profile) various angles are essential for high quality

Title & Credits – should both be animated

Scenes (10 or more) - Backgrounds in all  - one should be animated with 3 layers

Scene Tween – animation from one scene to the next

Lip syncing character(s) – mouth movements should match voices

Waving character – can wave anything such as a sign, dance move, cheerleading moves, etc

Walking character –handouts or “walking” tutorial in Z:”Nourse, tutorials, Flash” folder

Music, voices, and sound effects– use Creative commons – soundsnap.com, use microphone

Effort should be apparent in all areas of your high quality production

You may use the Internet to research and find tutorials for lip-syncing or walking cycles or reference the tutorials that are in the “Z:Tutorial, Flash” folder. 

You may also use a website called “atomiclearning.com” which you can search for specific topics of Flash and watch short video tutorials that walk you through the steps.

Also, you may ask Mr. Nourse for handouts or help with information if you need.
Your cartoon should contain all of the above criteria. The workload should be distributed as equally as possible. Don’t waste time or your participation grade will drop daily.
